South Africa’s Succulent Smuggling Crisis:

The Threat to the Karoo’s Unique Biodiversity
PART 2

In recent years, global demand for these rare succulents has surged, driven by
trends in ornamental gardening, home décor, and the popularity of low-
maintenance indoor plants, whether for lazy students or avid plant collectors.
Unfortunately, this demand has fueled a growing illegal trade that is depleting
the Karoo’s natural resources at an alarming rate.

According to TRAFFIC, a leading non-governmental organisation working to
ensure the legal and sustainable trade of wild species, the illegal succulent
trade has severely impacted biodiversity in South Africa. Since 2019,
authorities have seized over one million illegally harvested succulents,
representing more than 650 species, transiting Southern Africa en route to
overseas markets. This trade imposes immense pressure on conservation
agencies, which must process over 3,000 confiscated plants per week for
criminal cases. TRAFFIC notes that the illegal trade, largely done online, has
devastated ecosystems like the Succulent Karoo, which hosts over 6,000
succulent species—40% of which are endemic. In some cases, single poaching
Incidents have led to the extinction of entire species.

THE SUPPLY GHAIN: HOW THE ILLEGAL SUGCULENT TRADE WORKS

The illegal trade of succulents from the Karoo follows a sophisticated supply
chain involving multiple factors across different regions and countries.
Poaching: The process starts with local harvesters, often hired or recruited by
organised crime syndicates. These poachers, knowledgeable about the
terrain, illegally uproot succulents from remote areas, sometimes at night to
avoid detection. Many of these succulents are slow-growing and delicate;
thus, their removal can devastate local populations. Local poachers are paid
minimal amounts compared to the profits further down the supply chain.
Transport and packaging: Once poached, succulents are transported to urban
centres, typically hidden within vehicles to avoid detection. In many cases,
smugglers bribe local authorities to pass through checkpoints without
Inspection. The plants are then prepared for international shipping, often
disguised as legal goods or concealed among other plants. Proper packaging
IS crucial to keep the succulents alive during transit, which can sometimes
take weeks.

THE SYNAGOGUE

BEAUTIFULLY DETAILED INTERIOR. WITH IT'S FRESCOES AND
PAINTED CEILING. AS UNIONDALE'S FORTUNES DECLINED AND
THE JEWISH PEOPLE LEFT, THE BUILDING WAS GIVEN TO THE
TOWN ON CONDITION THAT IT WAS NOT BE USE AS A PLACE
OF WORSHIP. IT IS TODAY THE PROPERTY OF THE LOCAL
LIONS CLUB AND THEY HAVE BEEN RESPONSIBLE FOR
RESTORING THE INTERIOR.

GIF OF GOED - {

Welkom liewe leser by die eerste artikel in ‘n reeks oor die goeie en ook giftige eienskappe van ons area
se ryk plantelewe. Maar voor ons die individuele plante van nader leer ken kyk ons eers na die
renosterveld bioom waarbinne die groter Uniondale area val. Renosterveld is ‘n term wat gebruik word
vir een van die hoof plant gemeenskappe en plantegroei tipes van die Kaap Floristiese Area - beperk tot
die Suid-Westelike dele van die Kaapprovinsie. Die benaming “Renosterveld” is ‘n moontlike verwysing
na die groot hoeveelhede renosters gesien deur die eerste Afrikaner setlaars in die area of die feit dat die
dowwe grys kleur van die oorheersende renosterbos soortgelyk is aan ‘n renoster se vel. Wie sal ooit weet
watter een is waar?

Renosterveld plante groei meestal op ryk grond, wat hul meer voedsaam as tipiese fynbos plante maak en
die plante kom grootliks voor op fyn klei, graniet en skalie grond waar ‘n gemiddelde reénval van 400-
600 mm per jaar voorkom en waarvan ten minste 30% in die winter val. Waar reénval konstant hoér neig
in die bioom verander tipiese renosterveld na fynbos en waar dit konstant minder as 250mm per jaar is
verander renosterveld na sukkulente Karoo veld.

Flora: Renosterveld plantegroei word oorheers deur renosterbos, maar Proteas, Ericas en Restios, wat
meer tipies is van ‘'n fynbos habitat, kom wel in kleiner getalle voor. Tipiese renosterveld plante sluit in:
renosterbos, karee, wilde roosmaryn, wilde olyf, geofitiese plante van die Iris (Iridaceae), Lelie
(Liliaceae) asook Orgidee families (Orchidaceae).

Fauna: Die hoé grondvrugbaarheid asook die histories gedokumenteerde voorkoms van groot grasvlaktes
dui aan waarom groot troppe wild ook in die renosterveld voorgekom het. Berg sebra, kwagga, bloubok,
rooi hartebees, eland, bontebok, swart renoster, Kaapse buffel en selfs olifante het volop in die
renosterveld voorgekom, maar is ongelukkig tot ‘n groot mate totaal uitgewis in die 18de en 19de eeu.
Ongelooflik om te glo as vandag na ons area se wydverspreide renosterveld gekyk word, maar alle tipes
renosterveld word as krities bedreig geag en geklassifiseer as 100% onvervangbaar. In die Overberg area
is bv. slegs 4-5% renosterveld behoue agv wydverspreide landbou praktyke en hiervan is minder as 1%
ekologies ongeskonde.'n Nagevolg van vee wat die renosterbos grootliks oneetbaar vind is dat ander
Renosterveld plant spesies oorbewei word wat die renosterbos komponent gaandeweg steeds laat toeneem
en die hele ekologiese balans verder negatief beinvloed.

Gevolglik kyk ons volgende maand na Renosterbos (Dicerothamnus rhinocerotis) en of hy “Gif of GOED" IS.
